Surfing and Sandboarding 

Ideal for surfing and sand-boarding along the dunes, Peru’s coastline is a long narrow band of desert framed 

by the Pacific Ocean and interspersed by 52 valleys fed by rivers starting in the high mountains.  Even the 

beaches in Lima offer world-class surfing conditions. The biggest wave in the whole of South America is at 

Pico Alto. Peru also boasts the largest left hand point break in the world in Mancora and the longest left-

hand wave in the world at Chicama, which is over 4 kilometers long.  

 

The desert oasis of Huacachina near the town of Ica, offers a gateway from which to explore the Paracas 

Desert, where the favorite activity is to head to the dunes with a sand board.  

 

White Water Rafting 

Peru’s many rivers are perfect for white water rafting – the Tambopata and Apurimac stand out as the best 

in South America for the sport. With trips starting in Puno and rapids of grades three and four, riding the 

Tambopata River gives visitors the chance to traverse exuberant tropical forests all the way to the Madre 

de Dios Amazon Plain.  The Apurimac River runs through a deep canyon of some 6,000 feet in sections and 

more than 160 rapids which range from grade two to five. Here canyon riders can also experience amazing 

hidden wildlife and vegetation.
